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GAP Gets Gators Talking   

The Center for Bio-Ethical Reform (CBR) Midwest brought the Genocide Awareness Project (GAP) to the University of 
Florida (UF) on February 20-21, 2008.  The Genocide Awareness Project (GAP) compares historical genocide to  
abortion using massive photo murals.   This marked the first return of GAP to UF in two years.   
The following is an excerpt from the UF Alligator:  
 

At Florida State University, Mark Harrington said one student’s views 
were changed within 10 minutes of seeing the abortion photos.  "What 
we're trying to do is plant the seed of thought." He said Adolf Hitler's 
persecution of the Jews was legal at the time. "There's a different  
motive, but the result is the same." 

 

Katherine Schinn, President of Pro-Life Alliance, wrote: 
 

The display was met with the usual protesters, angry passers-by, and 
unfavorable articles in the campus newspaper.  However, despite their 
claims that the pictures only offend people, turn them off, or hurt our 
cause, quite the contrary is true.  Do they cause controversy on the 
campus?  Of course.  But more importantly, they force people to see the 
slaughter that goes on right under their noses, and they create  
hundreds (maybe thousands, on a large campus like UF) of  
conversations about abortion.   
 

These people, who stopped to talk with us, pass right on by when we  
simply are at our usual information table with our group logo and  
literature on it. That is why pro-abortion forces would much prefer that  
we restrict ourselves to such “inoffensive” tactics—because they are not 
as effective at bringing the truth to our campuses and our culture.

Ohio Ban on Human Cloning Receives Testimony from CBR Midwest 
 

Mark Harrington testified on SB 174 in the Judiciary Civil Justice Committee 
on April 22, 2008. Ohio Senator Steve Buehrer introduced SB 174 in 2007.   
Dennis Sullivan, M.D., is Director of the Center for Bio-ethics at Cedarville 
University and David A. Prentice, Ph.D., Senior Fellow for Life Sciences at the 
Family Research Council, also gave testimony. 
 

The opponents of SB 174 (Cloning Ban) want to make amendments to this 
bill which will permit experimentation on little human persons called  
embryos.  This experimentation must by its very nature kill human embryos.

Cloning is short for Somatic Cell Nuclear Transfer (SCNT).  SCNT is a  
three-step process.  First, an unfertilized egg is taken from a woman and its  
nucleus is removed.  Next, genetic material (DNA) from the patient is placed 
inside the vacated egg.  Chemicals are then added and a spark of electricity jolts the cell into dividing and growing into a 
cloned human embryo.  The problem is that cloned embryos could be killed for research.  Please help us stop this from 
happening in Ohio.  If you live in Ohio, please ask Committee Chairman David Goodman to support the Ban on Human 
Cloning by calling 614-466-8064.

An opinion piece appeared in The Spectrum, the student paper at North Dakota State University (NDSU) as a follow up 
to CBR Midwest’s GAP.   Although the author "struggles with the ethics" of the genocide comparison, she readily  
affirms the effectiveness of GAP: 
 

Images do speak more loudly to our generation than words, and everyone passing by those signs knew they were 
being faced with gruesome, visceral truth. 
 

Protesters said they didn’t like to be faced with the painful pictures.  I can’t think of who would.  But it does spur a 
question: What is it about those images that speak to us so profoundly?  
 

The fact that people are surprised and shocked by the images suggests that maybe the whole story isn’t being told.  
 

When evaluating the validity of a disturbing display like GAP, we need to ask: are we going to allow fear of  
disturbing some people to trump awareness of reality?  Should we prefer ignorance to knowledge, however tragic 
and convicting that knowledge may be?  
 

Is there anyone in the world doing what CBR is doing?  What we are doing most needs to be done and few are willing.
